1) Election of Chair and Vice-chair: 
Councillor McCormick was elected as Chair having been proposed by Councillor Webb and seconded by Councillor Hadley. Councillor Webb was elected as Vice-chair having been proposed by Councillor Hadley and seconded by Councillor McCormick.

2) Public participation: 
The applicant for the Stancott Farm application advised that the issues that had led to the refusal of application 21/01982/NPA had been addressed. The car parking area had been moved so that it would now be within the curtilage of the building. The part of the building that had operated as a jewellery making business was now not included within the new application as that would invalidate a class Q application. The extent of demolition had also been reduced. 
A member of the public advised that she was representing Kerswell residents. She drew councillors attention to the Council’s letter of objection to application 21/01982/NPA. She considered the reasons for objection remained valid and hoped that the Council would object again.

6) Urgent matters brought forward by the Chair:

7) Planning: Application 22/00980/NPA: Stancott Farm, Land at NGR 288636 80491: Application for Prior Approval under Part 3 Class Q (a) and (b) paragraph W of the GDPO. Change of use of an agricultural building to 5 dwelling houses (two larger and three smaller). 
Having listened to the applicant and member of the public addressing the application councillor McCormick commenced the discussion amongst councillors. Councillor felt they were unable to judge the technicalities of a Class Q application but considered that the concerns expressed in the objection letter to application 21/01982/NPA remained valid. Councillors voted unanimously to oppose the application. Proposed by Councillor McCormick and seconded by Councillor Webb. (Action point 1)
